Background Information:
In its June 19, 2008 VSL Order, FERC directed NERC to review all Violation Severity Level assignments, (with the exception of those for which the Commission directed specific modification), for compliance with Guidelines 2b, 3, and 4 and submit a compliance filing either validating the current Violation Severity Level assignments or proposing revision.  Here are the relevant “Guidelines”:
· Guideline 2b — VSLs should not use ambiguous terms such as "minor" or "significant" to describe noncompliant performance.
· Guideline 3 — VSLs should be consistent with the corresponding requirement (VSLs should not expand on what is in the requirement).
· Guideline 4 — VSLs should be based on a single violation, not on a cumulative number of violations (unless stated otherwise in the requirement).
FERC also directed NERC to modify some VSLs and identified these VSLs in Appendix A of its VSL Order.  The VSLs have been reviewed, balloted, and reviewed again for consistency with the FERC Guidelines.  The review subsequent to the last ballot identified some discrepancies and inconsistencies in the VSL assignments last balloted.  This comment period is focused only on the proposed changes necessary to resolve those inconsistencies..
· With this comment form, stakeholders are being asked to comment on specific changes proposed to several balloted VSLs.  The changes proposed are for greater consistency with the FERC Guidelines described above.
The drafting team for Project 2007-23 Violation Severity Levels is requesting industry comments on the proposed VSLs.  Accordingly, we request that you complete and submit this form to sarcomm@nerc.net by December 3, 2009.
