IBR definitions
The SDT discussed draft Glossary of Term definitions for Power Electronic Device and Inverter-Based

Resource. A vote was performed on the Glossary of Terms listed below, with six approving and three
abstaining. The Technical Rationale will be drafted separately for these terms.

Power Electronic Device (PED)

Any device, connected to the ac power system via a power electronic interface, that generates or
transmits active power or reactive power, or absorbs active power for the purposes of re-injecting it at a
later time. This term excludes any load.

Inverter-Based Resource (IBR)
Any source of electric power consisting of one or more PEDs, that operates as a single resource, primarily
supplies active power, and connects to the Bulk Power System. An IBR facility includes the PEDs, and the
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equipment designed primarily for delivering the power to a common point of connection (e.g. step-up
transformers, collector system(s), main power transformer(s), and power plant controller(s)).
